2021 Ocean-Great Lakes Challenge

First offered by Chicago Yacht Club in 1915 to encourage compe-
tition between the club and eastern yacht clubs. The first club to
accept the challenge was Indian Harbor Yacht Club of Greenwich,
CT. Addison Hahan skippered the P Class yacht Josephine to victo-
ry for IHYC and the cup went to Greenwich. The challenges con-
tinued until 1953. In 2014 the event was restarted in Shields. The
2014 event was held on Lake Michigan (Chicago, IL) and won by
the Monterey Yacht Club (Shields Fleet #7). The 2015 event was
held in the Pacific Ocean (Monterey, CA) and won by the Beverly
Yacht Club (Shields Fleet #10).

The Shields Ocean-Great Lakes Challenge Cup in 2021 will occur
on June 11-13, 2021 on Buzzards Bay, Massachusetts with the
Organizing Authority (OA) Shields Fleets 10 (Marion, MA) and the
Beverly Yacht Club with support from Shields Fleet 8 in Edgartown
o Fleet #10 and Fleet #8 provides loaner boats as many as possible,

Each active Fleet is allowed one team entry,

Teams provide their own sails, jib and spinnaker sheets,

Boats are selected by random with no team sailing their own boat,

have loaned their boat,

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Maintenance Corner - Trailers
by Ted Slee

Its all too common for any boat owner to take for granted their trailer. For many Shields owners,
the trailer is just a tool to transport their boat from their storage location to the lift and it's a bonus
if the thing is even registered. The smaller minority probably keep it in better condition out of pride
or the desire to transport their racing machine to events further from home. For anyone who's pur-
chased a new setup recently can attest it is not a small purchase. It's easy to overlook maintenance
for our trailers, but it is smart to ensure your trailer can safely and reliably transport your Shields
on both short and long trips.

Team Maverick has had our trailer since 2001 when we bought it new from Triad. At the time we
ticked every option available, but over 20 years of service things are going to wear out. We've
added foam to the keel bed & stand pads to better protect our paint work and upgraded from drum
brakes to disc brakes to make sure we stop when we need to. When we upgraded our brakes in
2018, our new brake actuator came with the option to disengage the brakes when the unit was
wired to the reverse light of the tow vehicle. This took our trailer from a 4 wire plug to a 5 wire

plug and is a lot more convenient then having to remember to flick a switch or put a pin in when we
want to go in reverse.

In anticipation of Nationals this fall, I began reviewing the condition of the trailer
and noticed our trailer wiring had finally failed after countless repair jobs, patch-
es, and the occasional oopsie when cornering in downtown Newport. This meant
there was a need to replace the wiring, missing lights and establish a better
ground system. With a little elbow grease, the assistance of Amazon’s afford-
able options, and having the tools in my shop, our trailer got a brand new wiring
harness and LED lights. I decided to install a junction box at the front with a de-
tachable connection to the vehicle since we always seem to damage the plug and
wanted an easy way to replace it. I also chose to run a ground wire to the brake
lights and shield the wires from front to back from UV damage and chaffing with
the help of shrink tube. A lesson learned during the install is LED lights need to
be wired correctly to the positive and ground wires to work, make sure to fol-
low instructions or test the polarity before connecting the wires when installing
these.

Fleet 7 - Naval Postgraduate Foundation Yacht Club

Fleet 7, the Naval Postgraduate Foundation Yacht Club (NPFYC)
has had a good year of recruitment and sailing. Some may
have noticed the name change from “sailing club” to “yacht
club” and yes, we all feel richer for it! We have a new website
(https://www.npsfyachtclub.com), clothing, and even an Insta-
gram account (#npsfoundationyachtclub).

More importantly is the growth in the racing program. The
NPFYC now races two Shields — Delaplaine #139 and Meritage
#175. Meritage was generously donated this past season by
Jerry Stratton. Few have done as much as Jerry in maintaining
a viable Shields fleet in Monterey. We immediately registered
Meritage and have been racing it since. Thank you Jerry!

The NPFYC members are a mix of faculty, retirees, and mostly
students who are in Monterey anywhere from one to two years
depending on their curriculum. With so much turnover, we go
through a boom-and-bust cycle depending on the students and
their sailing experience. Currently, we have over a dozen crew
interested in racing, and we are able to crew both boats
every Wednesday evening. All the services are repre-
sented - Navy, Marines, Army, and Air Force. More than
half the crew had no racing experience prior to arriving.

Delaplaine’s regular crew consists of five guys - Mitch,
Tony, Nicole, Nate, and Ryan. Two are Navy surface
warfare officers, one is a Marine aviator, one is a Navy
aviator and now foreign affairs officer, and the last one
is in the Civic Air Patrol and spouse of an Army stu-
dent. Between them, only Nate has sailing experience
before arriving in Monterey. Nicole is skippering, and

he learned how to sail soon after arriving in Monterey.
Delaplaine’s foredeck is ably done by Tony who is proba-
bly as good as anybody else on foredeck in the fleet.
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The biggest weakness is probably lack of knowing racing tactics, followed by sail trim in varying
conditions of Monterey.

Meritage is racing with a skipper, Jared, who was on the off-shore sailing team at the US Naval
Academy. Additionally, there is Ron a faculty at NPS who has been racing Shields for ten years;
but, otherwise, Meritage has a new crew of Jayke, Geer, and Craig - all Air Force officers. Howev-
er, we do have a recent addition of John, an Army officer, who raced Flying Scots, 420s, and com-
peted in the Junior Olympics in Houston in the Summer of 2005. We're amazed at how much he
remembers given the Army did not afford him many opportunities in the past ten years to sail.

Aside from the racing, the NPFYC has two other boats used for sail instruction and day rentals. In
May 2021, we held our first BBQ on the dock for the 2021 season and had about 50 people attend
in ages ranging from 1 to 78. The next year looks to be an active sailing season for the club on all

fronts. We also plan on sending one boat to Nationals in Tred Avon this coming September.
