1.4 RRS 44.2 is altered as indicated in paragraph 9.1

1.5 Each boat shall carry a VHF radio capable of receiving and transmitting on Ch 72.

            Advertising will be restricted to Category A.

3. ELIGIBILTY AND ENTRY

3.1 The regatta is open to boats and crews of Shields Class yachts who have satisfied the requirements for entry under the provisions of the Shields Class Rule Book (section VI).
3.2  Eligible skippers may enter by completing the entry form and other documentation 

            required (Certificate of Compliance and Waiver forms) and sending it together with the    

            required fees payable to Ida Lewis Yacht Club, PO Box 479, Newport, RI 02840-0479
3.3 Late entries will be not be accepted after 0900 EDST  Thursday, August 16th 2007.

            Entries submitted after Wednesday August 1st should not expect to have local housing 
            arranged for them and shall pay a late entry fee of $75. Late entries requiring launch/haul 

            & dockage will have to pay an additional $75  ( Total late fees $150)
 4.  FEES

 4.1     The entry fee is $700 which covers launching and hauling at Sail Newport, tickets to all 
social events for the skipper and three crew members. Additional social tickets cost $125 per person. Entries (including check for entry fees) received after August 1, will be charged an additional $75.

           6    MEASUREMENT

                 Each entrant shall provide a copy of their Sail Inventory Card at measurement. Each entrant shall also 

                 provide the completed Certificate of Compliance (form attached) signed by the skipper, Fleet 

                 Measurer and/or Fleet Captain of the entrant’s home fleet.

     All sails will be measured
at Quantum Sails, 5 Merton Road, Newport on Tuesday & Wednesday, 

     August 14th & 15th. A representative from each crew should deliver the sails to Quantum Sails and 

     remain with the sails until measurement is completed.

     Measurement checks in Newport may include: mast step location check, mast and boom band 

                 markings, mast partners, hatch seals, spinnaker pole length, mainsheet partners and presence on board 
                 of the Shields Class and US Coast Guard required safety equipment including a USCG approved PFD  
                 for each crew member.

                 Competitors from Fleet 9 will be subject to the same measurement checks and inspection prior to the 
      regatta.

 8   COURSES & SAILING AREAS

      Courses will be windward-leeward courses and may be sailed either on Rhode Island Sound or on the   

      East Passage of lower Narragansett Bay.
9   PENALTY SYSTEM

            9.1 The Scoring Penalty, rule 44.2 is altered as follows:  A boat that may have broken a rule of 

      Part 2 while racing may take a penalty by making ONE TURN including one tack and one   

      gybe that, in all other respects, complies with RRS 44.2  However, if a boat breaks a rule of 
      Part 2  within the two length zone of any rounding or passing marks, her penalty shall be a 
      TWO TURNS penalty in compliance with RRS 44.2     This modifies RRS 44.2
10  SCORING

10.1 The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A (RRS) will apply.

10.2 A maximum of SEVEN races are scheduled. Four completed races shall make a series.
10.3 If five or more races are completed, a boat’s worst score will be discarded.
10.4 No more than three races can be run on any single day

10.5 In the event that the completion of a race is threatened by the approach of the time limit, the race committee may, at its discretion, shorten the race provided that the course sailed is a “fair” test and will be at least 4 miles in length.
11 SUPPORT BOATS
        Support boats shall display the sail number(s) of the boat(s) she is supporting.
11.1 Competing boats may be towed to the racing area by a support boat.

11.2 Other than outside help defined in RRS 41, no assistance shall be given or gear transferred between 

        support boats and a competing boats from the warning signal of the first race until the completion of 

        the final race of each day without prior approval of the Principal Race Officer or Protest Committee 

        Chair.

12  HAUL OUT RESTRICTIONS
      Boats shall not be hauled out after the start of the first race of the regatta except with the written   

      permission of the Protest Committee.

13  DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS
      Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be used around boats  

      between the preparatory signal for the first race and the end of the regatta.

14 RADIO COMMUNICATIONS

     Except in an emergency, boats shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive

     radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to cell phones.

15  PRIZES will be awarded as follows: Daily first place winner in each race plus:
      Shields National Champion Trophy to the winner 

      James B. Moore Trophy to the crew of the winning boat

      Cornelius Shields Memorial Prize to the most improved competitor

      Shields Class National Championship Institutional Bowl for the best institutional crew performance

      Moore trophy for the best performance among the five oldest skippers

      Junior Skipper Award for the best performance among the five youngest skippers

      The Take A Bow award for the most dubious achievement
      The Golden Stern Award to the last placed finishing boat that competed

16    CONDUCT & RESPONSIBILITY
16.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4, Decision to Race. 

        Ida Lewis Yacht Club and Shields Fleet 9 will not accept any liability for material damage or 
        personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with, or prior to, during and after the regatta.

16.2The skipper/owner shall be responsible for all actions of his or her crew or guests. In the event of a 

        breach of conduct, sportsmanship, destruction of property or failure to comply with the request of 

        any Race Officer, committee member or agent of Ida Lewis Yacht Club, the skipper/owner will be 

        held responsible and his/her boat shall be subject to protest and disqualification from the       

        Championship.
